Trust in Jesus 
Today’s feast celebrates another central mystery of our faith—the mystery of the  
Eucharist. Like the mystery of the Trinity, the real presence of the Body and Blood of 
Christ in the Eucharist can never be fully understood, but 
can only be believed. Just as the Israelites in the desert 
were invited to put their trust in God’s word to them, we are 
invited to trust wholly in the word of Jesus. In today’s  
Gospel Jesus promises to give us a share in his very own 
flesh and blood, and a share in eternal life besides. We are 
called to take him at his word and open our hearts to  
receive true nourishment and life from our participation in 
the Eucharist.

Our Father’s Day Novena! 
The History of Father’s Day in the United States: There are two stories of when the 
first Father’s Day was celebrated. Number one, the first Father’s Day was celebrated in 
Washington state on June 19, 1910. Sonora Smart Dodd came up with the idea of  
honoring and celebrating her father while listening to a Mother’s Day sermon at church in 
1909. Sonora’s dad was a veteran of the Civil War, was left a widower when his wife died 
while giving birth to their sixth child. He went on to raise the six children by himself on 
their small farm in Washington. Sonora thought there should be a day to pay homage to 
him and other dads like him. She initially suggested June 5th, the anniversary of her 
father’s death but, due to some bad planning, the celebration in Spokane, Washington 
was deferred to the third Sunday in June. Number two happened in Fairmont, West 
Virginia on July 5, 1908. Grace Golden Clayton suggested to the minister of the local 
Methodist church that they hold services to celebrate fathers after a deadly mine  
explosion killed 361 men.  
While Father’s Day was celebrated locally in several communities across the country, 
unofficial support to make the celebration a national holiday began almost immediately.  
In 1966, Lyndon B. Johnson, through an executive order, designated the third Sunday in 
June as the official day to celebrate Father’s Day. However, it wasn’t until 1972, during 
the Nixon administration, that Father’s Day was officially recognized as a national  
holiday.

Treasures from our Tradition 
At the heart of today’s solemnity is a Eucharistic procession, held in 
many parishes, that calls to mind the procession of Holy Thursday, 
yet has a purpose different from the somber adoration in the night 
watch. In the late Middle Ages, a procession through the city with the 
Blessed Sacrament was an occasion of heartfelt joy and great  
emotion. In a time when people seldom approached the altar to  
receive Holy Communion, the procession through the streets, past 
homes and workplaces, was a vibrant reminder that Christ was with 
them as a dear companion and guide. 
Every year on this day, a joyful procession winds through the streets 
of Rome from the Lateran cathedral. A few years ago, Pope John 
Paul II, deeply moved at the sight of the throng accompanying the 
sacred host, said that we ought to feel profoundly united with the 
faithful everywhere in the world at 
such a moment. Originally this feast 
was on the Thursday after Trinity 
Sunday, but after the calendar  
reform of 1970, its title was  
expanded from “Corpus Christi” to 
“The Body and Blood of Christ” and 
in the United States it was moved to 
the Sunday after Trinity Sunday.  
The 8 BeDADitudes 
Greg Popcak writes in his book "BeDADitudes: 8 Ways to Be an  
Awesome Dad," "The Eight Beatitudes are the provocative standard 
by which we measure every other vision of what fatherhood entails." 
"When we practice the beatitudes in our fathering efforts, we seek to 
attain the utmost fullness of fatherhood by striving to become  
transparent, so that when our wives and children look at us, they see 
God's own loving face looking back at them," Popcak said. Popcak 
discusses how to apply the beatitudes to the roles of father and  
husband: Blessed are the dads...  
...who are poor in spirit. "Seek to be a father after the Father's own 
heart." 
... who mourn. "Empathize with your family's tears, fears and struggle” 
... who are meek. "Cultivate the humble strength of a listening heart." 
…. who hunger and thirst for righteousness. "Awesome dads are on a 
mission from God. Live for Him. Lead your family to Him." 
... who are merciful. "Be a loving mentor in your home." 
... who are pure in heart. "Cherish the treasure of your wife and  
children 
... who are peacemakers. "Keep your house in order. Prioritize your 
family. Protect the heart of your home." 
... who are persecuted for the sake of righteousness. "The world will 
try to undermine your effort to be an awesome dad. Be one anyway."

¿Qué está en la portada? 
¡La Novena del Día del Padre! 

La historia del Día del Padre en los Estados Unidos: Hay dos 
historias de cuando se celebró primera vez el Día del Padre.  
Número 1, el primer Día del Padre fue celebrado en el estado de 
Washington el 19 de Junio de 1910. Sonoma Smart Dodd tuvo la 
idea de festejar a su padre mientras escuchada el sermón del Día de 
la Madre en la iglesia en 1909. El padre de Sonoma era un veterano 
de la Guerra Civil que quedó viudo cuando su esposa murió dando a 
luz a su sexto hijo. El crio a sus 6 hijos sólo en una pequeña granja 
en Washington. Sonora pensó que debería haber un día para hacer 
homenaje a su padre y a todos los demás padres como él.  
Inicialmente sugirió el 5 de Junio, aniversario del fallecimiento de su 
padre pero, debido a una falla en la planeación, la celebración en 
Spokane, Washington se pospuso para el tercer Domingo de Junio. 
La Número 2 pasó en Fairmont, West Virginia el 5 de Julio de 1908. 
Grace Golden Clayton sugirió al ministro de la iglesia metodista local 
que realizaran un servicio para festejar a los padres después de una 
explosión en una mina que mató a 361 hombres.  
A pesar de no haber sido proclamado inmediatamente como un “día 
oficial,” la celebración del Día del Padre recibió apoyo en muchas 
comunidades que lo celebraban. En 1966, Lyndon B. Johnson, a 
través de una orden ejecutiva, designó el tercer Domingo en Junio 
como el día oficial para celebrar el Día del Padre. Sin embargo, no 
fue sino hasta 1972, en la administración de Nixon, que el Día del 
Padre fue reconocido como un día festivo nacional.
